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Scarf metallic ripples 

Material :  

2 balls of Shadow  Schulana 

Needles 5.5mm.A cable needle 

A plate of cardboard 15cm long. 

Points et abréviations :  

k : knit 

p : purl 

m1 : make one stitch. To do this, knit first 
front loop of the stitch, and then, without 
dropping the stitch, knit a knit stitch in 
the back loop. You can then pass these two 
stitches off the left needle to the right, 
additional stitch is created. 

m2 : make two stitches in knitting 3 times 
the same stitch.To do this, knit again front 
loop, once back loop and again before the 
strand according to the same method as m1. 

SKP : Slip one, knit one, pass over. 

K2tog : knit 2 stitches together 

R : row 

st : stitch 

Twists: 

T1 (8 sts): put 4 sts on needle twisted placed in front of work, knit the next 4 
sts, then take the 4 sts f the cable needle and knit. 

T2 (8 sts): put 4 sts on cable needle placed behind the work, knit the next 4 sts, 
then take the 4 sts and knit.

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Work :  

If you want your scarf eventually tassels, start it, using the cardboard plate and 

surround fifteen to twenty times depending on the desired effect. You can turn 

to this tutorial for making tassels. 

Cast on 1st. 

Increasing part: 

R1 : k1 

R2 : p1 

R3 : m2 

R4 : p3 

R5 : m1, k1, m1. (5st) 

R6 : p5 

R7 : m1, k3, m1. (7st) 

R8 and all the wrong side rows : purl all the stitches. 

R9 : m1, k5, m1. (9st) 

R11 : m1, k7, m1. (11st) 

R13 : m1, k9, m1. (13st) 

R15 : m1, k11, m1. (15st) 

R17 : m1, k13, m1. (17st) 

R19 : T1, m2, T2 (19st) 

R21 : k8, m1, k1, m1, k8. (21st) 

R23: k8, m1, k3, m1, k8. (23st) 

R25: k8, m1, k5, m1, k8. (25st) 

R27: T1, m1, k7, m1, T2. (27st) 

R29: k8, m1, k9, m1, k8. (29st)

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R31: k8, m1, k11, m1, k8. (31st) 

R33: k8, m1, k13, m1, k8. (33st) 

R35: T1, m1, k15, m1, T2. (35st) 

R37: k8, m1, k17, m1, k8. (37st) 

R39: k8, m1, k19, m1, k8. (39st) 

R41: k8, m1, k21, m1, k8. (41st) 

R43: T1, m1, k23, m1, T2. (43st) 

R45: k8, m1, k25, m1, k8. (45st) 

R46: p45. 

Straight part: 

R1, 3, 7: k45 

R2, 4, 6 and 8: p45. 

R5: T1, k29, T2. 

Repeat this pattern of 8 rows until there is 1/3 of the second ball left and start 

the decreasing part. 

Decreasing part.: 

R1, 3: k45 

R2, 4, 6: p45. 

R5: T1, k29, T2. 

R7: k8, SKP, k25, K2tog, k8. (43st) 

R8 and all the wrong side rows: purl all the stitches. 

R9: k8, SKP, k23, K2tog, k8. (41st) 

R11: k8, SKP, k21, K2tog, k8. (39st) 

R13: T1, SKP, k19, K2tog, T2. (37st) 

R15: k8, SKP, k17, K2tog, k8. (35st) 
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R17: k8, SKP, k15, K2tog, k8. (33st) 

R19: k8, SKP, k13, K2tog, k8. (31st) 

R21: T1, SKP, k11, K2tog, T2. (29st) 

R23: k8, SKP, k9, K2tog, k8. (27st) 

R25: k8, SKP, k7, K2tog, k8. (25st) 

R27: k8, SKP, k5, K2tog, k8. (23st) 

R29: T1, SKP, k3, K2tog, T2. (21st) 

R31: k8, SKP, k1, K2tog, k8. (19st) 

R33: SKP, k15, K2tog (17st) 

R35: SKP, k13, K2tog (15st) 

R37: SKP, k11, K2tog (13st) 

R39: SKP, k9, K2tog (11st) 

R41: SKP, k7, K2tog (9st) 

R43: SKP, k5, K2tog (7st) 

R45: SKP, k3, K2tog (5st) 

R47: SKP, k1, K2tog (3st) 

R49: Knit 3 stitches together. 

R50: bind of the last stitch. 

Bring in the threads, block the scarf,  sew tassels at each end of the scarf.
